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Individual Grant Assistance Program

This program is designed to help those who have been diagnosed and are under going treatments for Colorectal Cancer or who are being screened for Colorectal Cancer. Our Foundation understands that being diagnosed is enough and our goal is to elevate the burden of the financial strain of the disease while in treatment. The program will assist financially in covering expenses related to chemotherapy, radiation, diagnostic testing (Colonoscopy, fecal occult blood test, CT scans, MRI, PET scans), lab work, infertility due to treatments for Colorectal Cancer. The Foundation will assist financially from $0.00 up to $10,000 per individual per calendar year. 
Our program does not discriminate based on gender, age, or race. In order to qualify for assistance you must fill out the grant request and all requested information in full. A letter of official diagnosis (if you have been diagnosed with Colorectal Cancer) from your physician must be submitted with your request. The letter must state diagnosis, stage of cancer, and treatment plan. 

You must be able to show financial proof that you are unable to take on the financial responsibility. To do that you must fill out the financial section of the grant form and submit copies of records to the Foundation. 

While we would love to be able to assist all that apply, unfortunately that will not occur. A selection process will occur from the board of the Foundation based on the criteria submitted from the grant request. All submissions are confidential, and we will select based on the greatest financial need. 

The Foundation will do a review of the grant request and every request will receive a confirmation notice upon receipt of your information. The Foundation will take 30 business days to make the decision. Once a decision is reached correspondence and/or a phone call to the recipient will occur notifying them of the amount the Foundation is able to take on for the patient. The Foundation has no obligation to take on full responsibility for the patient. 

Once the approval has occurred, an authorization form must be filled out by the patient and sent to the provider of services and/or the insurance company giving authorization for the Foundation to access to medical claims related to Colorectal Cancer and financial responsibility. No checks will be made out to an individual without receipts, all checks from the Foundation have to be made out to the provider and/or insurance. 

As stated above, grants will be issued based on financial stability of the Foundation. If the Foundation is unable to grant the request an extension will occur until money has been raised from fund raising events. 

Once approval has been given by the board, payment will not start until Explanation of benefits are submitted to the Foundation along with billing statements from the provider. If the patient does not have insurance or the insurance does not cover any portion of the expense, an itemized bill must be received before payment can occur. If the provider requests the funds up front before the treatments, itemized billing will need to be turned in before hand to the Foundation in order to submit payment. If at any time the Foundation does not receive the proper documentation, we reserve the right to refuse payment and have no obligation to pay the billing statement. 
Selection process

Patients will be selected solely based on financial need and proof of need. A thorough review from the Foundation board will include:

· Review of current bank statement from patient 

· Review of sources of income

· Review of total debt prior to diagnosis

· Review of expected debt due to loss of income, loss of job, lack of insurance, insurance responsibility expected

· Review of letter of diagnosis from physician
Board members will not be given gender or race information when making decision. They will make the decision purely on financial data. Once selected you will meet with the board to discuss and sign a financial agreement. The review process listed can take up to 30 business days, and all items listed above must be submitted to the board no later than 10 days upon initial contact or the grant request becomes void. 

Assistance

Money collected by the Foundation will be through donations and/or fundraising events. The Foundation is a non-profit organization and holds a federal tax id number.
